During a meeting on Monday, January 7 of the Board of Directors of
Beaches Chapel Church and School, it was decided to open a high
school. This was not a snap decision, but one which was made after
year-long prayerful consideration and research. We will begin by adding
9" grade this coming August, and 10" grade in August 2009. This is an
undertaking that can only be successful if our church and school families
embrace the vision for providing what we feel is a vital and much-needed
ministry.

Our motivation to start BCHS includes our desire to:

Provide a safe educational environment

Provide academic excellence wherein every child has their best
chance to succeed

Provide a well-rounded athletic program wherein every child has
the opportunity to participate if they so desire

Provide ongoing spiritual training and instruction, including the
foundation of a Christian worldview

Reinforce the Christian values being taught in the homes of our
students

The expansion beyond 10" grade will require additional space. This
means adding portable buildings on our present campus, or moving the
high school to another beach location.

THE PERFECT SOLUTION by Julie Haselden Weingart, Class of 1986

After graduating from Beaches Chapel School in 1986, graduating from FSU in 1991, getting married, and then moving all over
this wonderful country, | never really thought, “all roads lead to home.” This is the story of how Beaches Chapel School was
an answer to our prayers.

In January 2005, while living in Virginia, we were given the news, “you are going to have another baby.” We were thrilled with
excitement, but this pregnancy was going to be different from the other two. For most of it, my husband, a submarine captain
in the United States Navy, would be doing “workups” for a big deployment. He was expected to return just in time for the
birth, and then leave for six months. We would see him again in April 2007 and would be moving to Guam in June. That was
the plan, | thought! This is the very abbreviated version of the story of change and with it, the perfect solution.

Our sweet son Adams was born in June 2006, at 26 weeks

and three days, weighing only 2 Ibs and 50z. | called my

mother from the hospital and asked her to please come

take care of our two older children, Matthew and Emory.

Mom taught at BCS for over fifteen years, and | knew that

their home schooling would continue in great hands. She

helped them complete the First and Second grades, enter-

tained them for the summer, and started the Second and

Third Grades for me. All this while | was in the hospital

with our sick child. God worked miracle after miracle for

our precious baby, and my husband'’s schedule, and then

our plans were changed again. My husband was now retir-

ing from the Navy after 23 years. We were not moving to

Guam. Our house was on the market. We had no new job

in mind, and we had a sick child. Adams was finally home

from the hospital, but still in need of constant care, requir-

ing many trips to and from various doctors for his many

changing medical needs. The other big problem: there

were two children to school. | knew we could do without a

job for a while, and we could also do without a home for a

time, but the children had to go to school and home school

was no longer an option. Where do you put children in

school when you don’t have a home? One evening, with all of my plans down the tubes again, and | felt we would never find
the answers, it came to me like a bolt of lightning, more like, the voice of God, “send your children to Beaches Chapel School.”
| spoke with my husband and began to work toward the goal of getting to Florida to enroll the children. Within a month or so
of making the decision, our house sold. One just like it had been on the market for a year, just three houses down the street.
We all moved to Jacksonville Beach, believing there is a “big plan” for our family, planning to just wait and see.

Over thirty years ago, my mother began teaching at BCS, beginning the first day the school opened. | was a first grade stu-
dent that same year. | graduated twelve years later, and now serve on the Alumni board. This year we have two children at-
tending in the third and fourth grades. We are still waiting and “listening” for our new family plan. We don't know if Jackson-
ville is home for long, but for now we have a healthy, thriving one year old, and two children that are happy to be a part of
the Beaches Chapel legacy. We are so glad that Beaches Chapel School is our perfect solution. Sometimes all roads really do
lead home!
